SUMMARY OF RULES FOR THE VODACOM WINTER FESTIVAL 2012
We kindly request that you adhere to the following rules to ensure that the Festival is enjoyed by all.

1. No gas-braai’s or fires are allowed in the main hall.

2. Only one electrical point may be used per stall. No two-plate stoves, kettles or heaters are allowed in the tents.

3. All exhibitors must ensure that they have the necessary licenses/permission to sell the goods at their stalls.
4. No exhibitor may sell “bibi-guns”, “pops”, “blow darts” and/or fireworks of any nature (including cap-guns amongst others). In the event of an exhibitor not adhering to this rule, you will be informed to leave the terrain and no refund will be made.

5. No animals are allowed in the walkway between the stalls.

6. All swords and knifes must be displayed in a showcase. Once purchased, item must be securely packed in order to prevent usage during the Festival.  

7. Evaluation of stalls will start from 10h00 on Wednesday, 25 April 2012. 

8. No exhibitor may remove his/her goods or stop trading before Saturday, 28 April 2012, at 22h00. 
9. THE MAIN HALL MUST BE EVACUATED BY 12H00 ON SUNDAY, 29 APRIL 2012.

10. Festival trading hours are as follows:

Wednesday

25 April       09h00 - 22h00

Thursday

26 April       09h00 - 22h00

Friday

27 April       09h00 - 22h00

Saturday

28 April       09h00 - 22h00 

11. Festival Office hours will be from 08h00 - 13h00 en 14h00 - 20h00 during the festival.

12. Security guards will be deployed from Monday, 23 April 2012 until Sunday, 29 April 2012 at 16h00.  The Halls will be locked after hours and guards will be deployed in the tents. The Festival Committee accepts no responsibility for any damage or losses of any nature.

13. No vehicles may be used in the walkways between 09h00 and 22h00, except in the event of an emergency. Only one vehicle per stall is allowed. Deliveries must be planned and scheduled for before 09h00.

14. It is your responsibility to use a “UPS” to protect equipment from possible damage due to an electricity failure or irregular supply.

15. Exhibitors may only sell the products as listed on their application forms.

16. Exhibitors are kindly requested to treat the public with the necessary respect and dignity (they are after all the customers). The use of unacceptable (foul language/suggestive or controversial comments) tactics to lure the public to your stall will not be tolerated under any circumstances.  

17. Exhibitors are kindly requested to respect the privacy of other exhibitors after hours. 

18. Smoking and the use of related products (e.g. incense) is prohibited in the tents and halls.
